Honey Nut Cheerios Snack Bars

Ingredients:

1/4 cup creamy unsalted butter

1/4 cup honey

1/4 cup light brown sugar

1 tablespoon vanilla extract

3 cups Honey Nut Cheerios

1 Cup raisins

1/2 cup chocolate-covered sunflower seeds
Salt

How to make:

Line an 8-inch square pan with aluminum foil, leaving 1-inch of overhang on each
side. Spray with cooking spray.

In a large microwave-safe bowl combine butter, honey, and brown sugar. Heat
on high power for 3 minutes to melt, stopping every minute to stir. Use caution
when removing the mixture bowl from the microwave, it will be very hot.

Once mixture is completely melted, stir in the vanilla.

Stir in the cereal.

Stir in the raisins.

Turn mixture out into prepared pan, packing it down firmly with a spatula and
smoothing the top.

Sprinkle with sunflower seeds and salt evenly.

Cover pan with a sheet of foil and place in the fridge for at least 3 hours. Chilling
overnight is best.

Lift the chilled mixture out of the pan using the overhang foil.

Slice into bars and serve! Bars will keep in the refrigerator for up to 2 weeks in an
air tight container.

Suggestion: You can substitute honey-roasted peanuts, chopped almonds, or trail
mix for the raisins.
