•	 Whisk
•	 Medium mixing bowl
•	 Zipper seal sandwich bags

How to make:
•	 Prepare pudding with milk according to the 

package directions.

•	 Set out 15 graham cracker halves.
•	 Place a large dollop of the mixture on top of each graham cracker half .
•	 Place another graham cracker half on top.

•	 Place graham sandwich into individual zipper seal sandwich bag.
•	 Freeze until firm.

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Craft Corner
Popsicle Stick Airplanes 
What you will need:

•	 1 clothespin 
•	 2 large popsicle sticks 
•	 1 mini popsicle stick
•	 Glue
•	 Paint/markers/coloring supplies 

How to make:
•	 Color both sides of the clothespin, large 

popsicle sticks, and mini popsicle stick 
using the chosen coloring supplies.

•	 Let dry . 
•	 Start assembling the airplane by applying 

glue to the middle of one of the large 
popsicle sticks and press it onto the clothespin, covering the area of the metal 
spring notch.

•	 Flip the clothespin over . 
•	 Repeat by gluing the second large popsicle stick aligning it with the first popsicle 

stick.
•	 Let dry .
•	 Glue the mini popsicle stick to the back end of the clothespin, about ½-inch from 

the end.
•	 Note: Craft glue, white glue, or even hot glue are all sufficient glues to use.
•	 Note: You can have a competition to see which plane can fly the furthest!

•	 White crayons

How to make:
•	 Draw a picture on the white cardstock or 

Make sure to 
press somewhat hard to get enough white 
crayon on the cardstock or paper .

•	 Mix about a ¼ cup of water and 5-6 drops 
of food coloring into a spray bottle. Close 
the lid and shake to mix. 

•	 Go outside to spray the drawing with the 
colorful water .

•	 Allow to dry and then display for all to see!
•	 Note: Try and fill the paper up with larger 

drawings, shapes, and images so there is 
more to reveal when the color is sprayed.
